l-he cost and expenses to be paid in
relation to any cooperation or collaboration
envisaged under this Memorandum shall be

subject to further detail alrangements to be

agreed between the Parties as and when it
shall arise.

The contact and exchanges between the

two parties shall be on the basis of
friendship and mutual assistance.

Article 4.

The Parties have agrced that they shall

endeavor to settle any cliscrepancies that

may occur in the course of tulfillment of
this Contract amicably and to as far as

possible avoid any court action.

Article 5.

This Contract enters into validity and

effect on the day of its signing by the

statutory representatives of the Parlies. It
shall be effective for a period of 5 (five)
years and may be extended for subsequent
